Minutes of the Meeting of St Wenn Parish Council held on Monday, 9th May 2016 in the St Wenn W.I Hall at 7.30pm.
Present: Cllrs. Mrs J Hewitt (Chairman), P Hawkey, M Brocklebank, P Tucker and Miss J Trudgian (acting as Minute Taker for this meeting).
Also attending:- 5 members of the public. (Michael Haugh, Dulcie Rowe, Nik Coultas, Tim Lock, Dr John Squires and Jude Squires).
1. Public Session: The Chairman opened the meeting and invited members of the public to address the Council.  Dr Squires wished to raise two separate matters – the first concerned the ancient by-way at Rosenannon.  With their permission and representing them in their absence, he read out a letter from Mr and Mrs Clarke’s solicitor, confirming that there was still no legal decision on this matter and as such, it would be improper for the Parish Council to make any further comments.  The second concerned the Certificate of Lawfulness (COL) obtained by the previous owner of Trewithen Gardens.  He confirmed that although the COL was granted some time ago, despite his and other’s objections, this should NOT have any influence on the new owners of the property regards their current planning enquiry and that it should be fully supported by the Parish Council when a formal application is made.  However, he was very concerned that others within the parish may use this incident to also seek/claim residency without going through correct planning procedures.  Dr Squires urged the Parish Council to take immediate action where this was clearly happening.  Mrs Squires added to this, claiming that the previous owner of Trewithen Gardens was currently residing at an adjacent property under similar circumstances and that she will be notifying the Cornwall Council urging immediate action and thus preventing a repeat of a COL being granted.
A representative from ARCO2 gave a comprehensive presentation on a planning proposal on behalf of Nik Coultas – the new owner of Trewithen Gardens.  Councillors had an opportunity to read the proposals and ask questions.  However, they stated that their decisions would not be made until a formal planning application had been made. 
Michael Haugh and Dulcie Rowe made the Parish Council aware that fellow residents and direct neighbours of a proposed development by Mr Tancock in Rosenannon (one of which being affordable) had not been consulted.  Mr Haugh had gathered a list of those who were against the proposal and agreed to leave the list with the Chairman.
Public session closed at 8.21pm



2.  Apologies: Received prior to the meeting from Cllr Shaptor, Cllr Bennallick and Mrs J Hoskin (Parish Clerk)
3. Declaration of Interest: Interests declared by Cllr Hawkey and Cllr Tucker concerning the planning application for David Goad, Treliver.
4. Election of Chairman and Vice -Chairman: Cllr Hewitt stepped down as Chairman for this part of the meeting. Nominations were sought for consideration.  Cllr Mrs Hewitt proposed Cllr Brocklebank as Chair. This was seconded by Cllr Hawkey.  Cllr Brocklebank proposed Cllr Hewitt as Vice-Chair, seconded by Cllr Tucker.  Both accepted the nominations and were fully supported by fellow councilors.  The new Chairman took his position and resumed the meeting.  Cllr Hawkey thanked the outgoing Chairman for her hard work and dedication to the Parish Council.
5. Minutes of previous meeting held on 12th April 2016: Proposed for acceptance by Cllr Hewitt, seconded by Cllr Hawkey. These were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
6. Matters Arising from the Minutes not already covered on the agenda:- None.
7. Planning Applications: PA16/02866 Mr David Goad, Lower Treliver Barn, Treliver – Extension to dwelling with the inclusion of a Juliette balcony on the south east elevation.  Owing to the Declaration of Interests previously declared by Cllr Hawkey and Cllr Tucker, the three remaining Councillors were unable to vote.
PA16/03645 Ms Kim Gray, Demelza Cottage, Demelza Road, St Wenn – Proposed demolition of outbuilding and construction of 2 storey extension to form games room and bedroom accommodation – Cllr Trudgian abstained whilst Cllrs Hewitt, Hawkey, Tucker and Brocklebank were all in favour to support.
8. Update on planning enforcement matters:-The clerk had received confirmation that Certificate of Lawfulness was granted to S Perry of Higher Polgrain.
9. Accounts /Financial Matters – As the only expenses were concerning the clerks and HMRC payments , it was agreed to defer these payment s until the next meeting.
10.CC Local Maintenance Project – It was agreed that Mr Chris Rogers (JR Nurseries) be awarded the contract for the 2016/2017 year. Cllr Brocklebank requested that prior to work starting, appropriate certification must been seen by Councillors.
11. Governance-Transparency Code for Smaller Authorities/ Website – Concern was raised that minutes of recent Parish Council meetings were still not on the Parish website. Cllr Hewitt acknowledged that there seems to be a problem accessing the website and these issues were being discussed between the website designer and the clerk.
12. Neighbourhood planning- Nothing to discuss


13. St Wenn Car Park – The clerk had sent a memo that the tender for improvements would be advertised in the Cornish Guardian next week.  She requested that the full job specification should be sent to her by the end of the week.  Cllr Brocklebank would send this information to the clerk by the end of the week.
14. Correspondence – Cllr Hewitt had received an invitation by the Mayor of St Columb to participate in the annual civic parade celebrating the Queen’s Birthday on the 12th June at 11am followed by a luncheon. 
Letter from G Bennallick – Cllr Hewitt read a letter concerning the blocking up of the public by-way in Rosenannon. It was agreed by the council that the clerk should write to acknowledge receipt of the letter and that the matter would remain with the local authority for consideration.
Denzil Downs Community Fund – Cllr Hewitt circulated the posters promoting this fund of £89,700 to support community based projects.  Applications are available from the St Columb Major Town Council and should be returned by 17th June.  It was agreed that the clerk should arrange for the details of this fund to appear on the St Wenn Parish Council Website immediately.  Cllr Trudgian asked when the St Breock Community Fund payments will be made.  It was agreed that the clerk should contact WREN immediately to follow up. 
15. Parish Matters/Highways: – The clerk had sent a memo informing the Parish Council of proposed road improvements for St Wenn.  It was noted that the clerk had reported a number of major potholes and other required improvements to Highways within the parish.  However, the road surface outside of the school in St Wenn and potholes in and around Lantuel and Rosenannon also needed urgent attention and that these must be notified to Highways by the clerk.
