	Public  Session:  The Chairman opened the meeting and invited the members of the public to address the Council if they so wish.
· Mr & Mrs Lock had attended to advise the Council of their planning application on the agenda for this meeting PA16/07799.  Mr Squires informed the meeting that he had written to Cornwall Council in support of this application.
· Mr Haslam-Hopwood advised the Council of the reasons for building an extension on his property – planning application PA16/07764.
· Mr Norman Hawkey updated the Council on the St Wenn Hall Management Committee and their vision to improve the heating system .  Mr Hawkey also questioned the allocation of the recent Denzil Downs Community Fund and asked who made the decision as the new St Wenn Community Fundraising Committee had not been successful in their application.

PA16/06369  Retallick Resort & Spa, Winnards Perch, St Columb –
Removal of condition 10 (holiday occupancy) of application NO. PA13/032 dated 28.01.14 to allow permanent residential occupation of the 334 holiday lodges.

Update on planning enforcement matters, if available:  
Some Councillors had met Mr Drew (Cornwall Council Planning Enforcement) on the 4th August and identified sites within the parish where caravans or other unauthorised development may be taking place.    Councillors were aware that clarification on the sites could take some time for the enforcement section to resolve.  Cllr P Hawkey notified the meeting that the Council had contacted the enforcement section to establish the situation, occupancy and legality of all sites reported within the parish treating each the same.  
At this point of the meeting the Chairman suspended proceeding to allow members of the public to comment on the site adjacent to Trewithen Gardens and their views on the occupancy of the land.
