Annual General Meeting. 9th May 2017.

Minutes of the meeting of the Council held at WI Hall, St Wenn, on the above date
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Election of Chairman: A.M. Brockelbank was nominated by T. Lock. 
Mr Brockelbank accepted the nomination. Proposed T Lock, seconded 
C. Shapter Agreed unanimously.
Cllr. Brockelbank took the Chair. He wished it noted that this would be his final year as Chairman.
A Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed and witnessed.

Election of Vice Chairman: Cllr Brockelbank nominated J. Trudgian. 
J. Trudgian accepted the nomination. Proposed Cllr. Brockelbank, 
seconded by T. Lock. Agreed unanimously. A Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed by all Councillors, and witnessed by the Clerk. 

Persons Present/Apologies
Present: Cllrs.M.Brockelbank,Chairman, J.Trudgian, Vice Chairman, T.Lock,  C. Shapter.
In attendance: Mrs S Theobald, Clerk and four members of the public.
Also present two persons seeking co-option to Council and one nominee, 
N. Coultas. Cornwall Councillor Paul Wills was also present.
No apologies.

To Receive Declarations of Interest from Members/Dispensations. 
Cllr. Trudgian on Item 10, Finance Report.
Standing Orders suspended for member of the public to question this declaration of interest.

Public Participation. Mr Squires wished the Minutes of 11th April to note his thanks to Cllr. Hawkey for his long, and committed, service to this Council. The Clerk apologised for this omission.
Cllr. Brockelbank welcomed the new Ward Councillor, Paul Wills.

Standing Orders  reinstated.

Cornwall Councillor’s Report. Cllr Wills thanked Members for their welcome, he also thanked all those who had demonstrated their confidence in his potential to serve as a Cornwall Councillor. Cllr Wills committed to fully representing St Wenn Parish at County Hall and said he would attend  parish council meetings on each and every possible occasion.
Cllr Wills reported he had attended meetings at County Hall over the past two days, during which the structure of the future council was being decided.
Following the result of elections held on May 4th the balance of power was held by The Conservative Party with 46 seats. Whilst LibDems held 35 seats, Independents 30, Labour 4 and M&K 4, no overall control was achieved and the new Council would need to work with parties concerned to form a working balance of some, or all parties.
He strongly recommended this Council initiate a Neighbourhood Plan and felt it would be advantageous if St Wenn were to work with St Columb Major in the production of such a plan. A pooling of knowledge and expertise would result in a sharing of the workload and reduce the financial burden on St Wenn Parish Council. Cllr. Wills estimated the production of a NP would take about two years from start to referendum.
As Chairman of the Denzell Downs Community Fund Committee, Cllr Wills urged Councillors to appoint a member to this committee now that Julie Hewitt had left the council. Standing Orders Suspended
A. Udy-MacKinnon asked Cllr Wills for his opinion on possible boundary changes likely to result in a ‘Devonwall’ constituency. Cllr. Wills said he was against any such constituency being formed, but the final decision would not be made in Cornwall but in Westminster. Cllr. Wills asked leave to leave the meeting. Standing Orders reinstated.

Council Meeting: Minutes 11th April 2017.
RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Meeting of St Wenn Parish Council, held as above having been previously circulated, and taken as read, be approved and signed, with one amendment: See 17.5.88 above.
Proposed Cllr Brockelbank, seconded Cllr Shapter. Agreed unanimously.

No matters arising NOTED.

Resolve to Approve the Annual Governance Statement. In light of recent events concerning the previous Clerk it was AGREED that a letter of explanation (written by the Clerk and read to the meeting) setting out the reasons why this Council had not been compliant with the governance requirements be sent to Grant Thornton (Auditors) Proposed by Cllr. Brockelbank, seconded by Cllr. Shapter APPROVAL under these circumstances was unanimous.

Resolve to Approve the Annual Statement of Accounts. 
Cllr. Brockelbank proposed Approval of the Annual Statement of Accounts so presented. This was seconded by Cllr. Shapter. APPROVAL was unanimous.

Finance Report: 9th May 2017. 
Cllr. Trudgian left the room.
RESOLVED to adopt the Finance Report as above, including income and expenditure to date, and authorise the payments of Accounts Outstanding in the sum of £2066.06. Schedule of payments filed. The bank reconciliation was examined and agreed. Adoption of the accounts so presented was proposed by Cllr. Lock and seconded by Cllr. Brockelbank. Unanimous.
Cllr. Trudgian returned to the room.

Planning Applications for consultation:
Application: PA17/02871.
Location: Land South of Trewenna Barn, Tregonetha, St Columb. TR9 6EL.
Applicant: Mr John Meyer.
Proposal: Construction of a single storey building to house gin distillery and shop.
Cllr. Shapter proposed support for this application. This was seconded by Cllr. Trudgian. Support was unanimous.

Cornwall Council: Planning Decisions.  None Noted.

Clerk’s Report: For information. 
a. HMRC Now that the paying in book had been returned, the payment of £111.40 will now be paid. 
b. Lloyds Bank, Councillors agreed that a further three signatories should be mandated. Mandate forms to be sourced. 
c. Telephone number or e-mail address required in order to contact footpath contractor reference LMP.
d. A claim for refund of VAT over three years had been submitted to Customs and Excise. 
e. Denzell Downs. It was noted that the deadline for applications to this fund is 17th May 2017. Application for introduction of WI-FI to be submitted. 
f. The Clerk was still trying to engage a speaker to attend the Annual Parish Meeting on 16th May 2017.
g. An inquiry had been received from the WI regarding the installation of an internet connection and the possible cost this would incur. Prices to be investigated for next meeting.
Standing Orders suspended to allow a member of the public to speak.
Standing Orders reinstated.
h. The Clerk reported that Cornwall Highways were happy to erect ‘drive safely’ signs in Rosenannon, at parish Council expense, as soon as the wording of these signs was agreed. Agreed signs should read ‘Please drive slowly through our village’. 
Standing Orders suspended to allow a member of the public to speak.
Standing Orders reinstated.
CC Highways will look into the possibility of repainting/restoring the finger posts notified to them by the Clerk.
  

St Breock Wind Farm Community Fund 2017: Nothing to report.

St Wenn Car Park and Extension: It was NOTED that a quote had been received for work to be carried out over phase 1 (re-fence and resurface existing area) and phase 2 (excavate, level and surface extension) to car park.
Standing Orders were suspended to allow a member of the public to speak on the phased work planned for the car park.
Standing Orders reinstated.
It was agreed that an ordinance survey map be purchase upon which to mark out, with measurements, the area of land to be purchased. This map then to be passed to Merricks, Solicitors, to progress the purchase of this land. Proposed Cllr. Shapter, seconded Cllr. Trudgian. Unanimous.
The possibility of installing small, sensor solar lights at the entrance to the car park from the school/church path was discussed. 
Standing Orders suspended to allow a member of the public to speak.
Standing Orders reinstated.
It was agreed that consultation be carried out to gage the opinion of nearby residents.

Councillor / Clerk E-mails. It was agreed that, to be compliant with the Transparency Code and to protect Councillor’s private e-mails from any FOI request.
Standing Orders suspended to allow a member of the public to speak.
Standing Orders reinstated.
It was agreed that new council specific e-mail addresses will be set up.

Correspondence: It was NOTED that Training courses for planning and Code of Conduct are to be held at various venues.
Local Town and Parish Council Induction Training: Cllrs. Brockelbank, Trudgian and Shapter, to Chy Trevail, Bodmin on June 14th.
All Councillors to be contacted to ascertain their availability for these courses.

Introduction of Persons seeking co-option to this council. N. Coultas, having already been nominated and certified by Electoral services was automatically co-opted.
Mr. P. Hawkey offered his services to this Council as a mandated signatory
to the bank account until other signatories could be put in place.
Mr S Brain told Members he had attended Wadebridge School and had been a resident of Borlase since 2008. He was now a ‘software developer’ and felt he could be more involved with local issues and offered his help within the community. It was unanimously agreed that these gentlemen be co-opted onto St Wenn Parish Council. Declarations of Acceptance of Office were duly signed and witnessed by the Clerk. 

Matters of Public Interest/Items for next agenda 13th June 2017:
Cllr. Shapter noted several potholes had appeared at various points
around the parish. It was to be hoped that the planned scheduled road
maintenance would improve these areas.
