Minutes of the Annual Meeting and the St Wenn Parish Council Annual General Meeting held on Tuesday, 12th May 2015 at 7.30pm in the St Wenn W.I. Hall.

1.Public Session:  Cllr Mrs J Hewitt welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited the members of the public to address the Council, if they so wished.
· The resident of Higherway Barn notified the Council of a caravan in the privately owned  field adjacent to the car park.  Councillors felt this caravan was being removed off site and had temporarily been moved to this position whilst it was being demolished.
· Mrs Nicholls expressed her objection to ground mounted solar panels, but had no objection to panels on roofs.  Mrs Udy-Mackinnon reiterated these comments and stated that residents of St Wenn could already see the glare from existing panels when the sun is shining.  Cllr Mr M Brocklebank stated that his proposed site would only be visible from the Beacon Farm area owing to the angle of the panels.  Mrs J Shapter quoted form the dictionary that an array (implying to the solar array) meant ‘impressive display or collection’ and felt the parish already had enough renewable energy projects.  Another resident mentioned the amount of renewable projects in Cornwall that had far more than other parts of the country.

Police Report – PCSO Anita Parry presented the annual police report giving apologies from PC Alan Lenton and PCSO Macolm Burgess.  Crime trends had decreased across the Devon and Cornwall policing region and this was the same for St Wenn, with the parish being mostly a crime free area.  The police had received seven crimes in the last twelve months which consisted of two burglaries, one robbery, one arson, two assault and one theft by finding.
PC Lenton had been on attachment for the past eight weeks but would soon be returning to the 
St Columb Major Neighbourhood Team.  Sgt James Honeywill had been promoted to Inspector and had been replaced by Sgt Jason Adams who will be visiting the parish.
The police continued to visit the school and endeavoured to attend community events.
PCSO Parry expressed the Neighbourhood Teams thanks to the Parish Council for their support and advice over the last year.

Cornwall Council:  No report received.

Parish Council – Cllr Mrs J Hewitt presented the annual report from the Parish Council (copy attached to these minutes).

There were no other reports for this meeting.

The Meeting closed to the public.

2.  Apologies:  There were no apologies for absence.

3.  Members Declarations of Interest:  Cllrs. M Brocklebank and Mrs J Hewitt declared an interest on Agenda Item 7 – Planning Applications PA15/03281.

4.  Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman for the forthcoming year:
Chairman – It was proposed by Cllr C Shapter and seconded by Cllr M Brocklebank that Cllr Mrs J Hewitt be elected as Chairman.  There were no other nominations,  Cllr Mrs J Hewitt accepted he positon.

Vice Chairman – It was proposed by Cllr Ms J Trudgian and seconded by Cllr A Bennallick that Cllr C Shapter be elected as Vice Chairman.  There were no other nominations.  All were in favour.   
Cllr C Shapter accepted the position.

5.  Minutes – The Minutes of the Meeting held on the 14th April 2015 were approved and signed by the Chairman.  It was agreed that agendas and minutes be emailed to Councillors in the future.

6.  Matters Arising: 
Item 1 Public Session.  Cllr P Hawkey confirmed that Mrs J Shapter had contacted Sue O’Reilly in relation to the funding for the provision of the toilet at the church.

Item 6 Planning Application PA15/01769.  Cllr A Bennallick notified the Council that the planning application for the wind turbine at Lancorla Farm had been approved.

Item 10 BT Adopt a Kiosk.  The Clerk had received no further information from Cornwall Council on the BT kiosk consultation.

Item 11 Provision of dog bins:  The Clerk will ‘follow up’ this matter.

Item 12 Councillor Training.  Cllr Ms J Trudgian felt aspects of the S137 payments should be clarified by the auditor.

7.  Planning Applications:
PA15/02908  Mrs S Perry Valley View Cottage, Polgrain Hill, St Wenn –
Lifting of Condition 2 of Decision Notice C2/05/01534 to allow for residential use. (Application deferred from last meeting).
Having received further information from the Planning Department, the Parish Council objected to the lifting of this condition.  To allow this condition to be lifted would go against planning policy for the creation of an unrestricted dwelling in the countryside and set a precedent for other holiday restricted properties in the parish.

PA15/03281  Mr M Brocklebank, Kathellen St Wenn –
Installation and operation of a 100kw ground mounted solar array at Kathellen.  
Cllrs. M Brocklebank and Mrs J Hewitt declared an interest and left the meeting for this item. Cllr P Hawkey abstained.
The Clerk read a letter from local residents Mr & Mrs Goad.
The Parish Council object to this application.  There are too many of these type of renewable energy schemes already in the parish and Cornwall generally.
Cllr A Bennallick did not support the Councils majority decision and supported this application.

7.1  Update on planning enforcement matters, if available:  The Clerk reported that Mr Ben Bassett (Enforcement Officer) had been appointed to investigate the matters reported in relation to caravans at Treliver, Trewollack, Polgrain and Little Skewes.

 8.  Accounts / Financial Matters:  The Council approved the payment of accounts presented.  Listed as Part 2 of these minutes.

2014/2015 Audit:  The Council that Mr Abraham carry out the audit of accounts for the 2014/2015 financial year.   The Clerk confirmed the audit will be completed on the 15th June 2015.

9.  CC Local Maintenance Project –Footpaths:  Cllr C Shapter had received no contact from Sophie Hunkin (Cornwall Council) concerning the footpaths.
Cllr P Tucker and C Shapter had walked path 423/9/1 (Trewollack to Treliver) and reported that stiles and bridges need to be repaired / replaced.  They also notified the Council of the reclassification of the gold to silver banding for this path and questioned whether it could be further downgraded to bronze. 
The contract work for the 2015/2016 trimming had been advertised.

10.  St Wenn Car Park – provision of footpath inside boundary hedge.  Feedback from school.  
Cllr Ms J Trudgian reported that she had received no response from the school in relation to their requirements for a footpath.  It was agreed to defer this matter until the school had responded.

11.  Correspondence:
· Cornwall Council  - A public guide to Community Network Panels.
· Devon & Cornwall Police / Victim Care – Notification of the new victim care unit (VCU) established to support victims of crime.

12.  Parish Matters / Highway Matters:
· It was noted that the corner at the Tregonetha junction needed trimming to improve visibility.
· Potholes in the Rosedowns area of Rosenannon had been filled.
· The Demelza road had been marked for future work.

· A resident of Rosenannon had again asked for traffic calming through the village.   It was suggested that signs stating ‘please drive carefully through the village’ could be fitted below the Rosenannon nameplate sign and to possibly introduce a 20moh limit although the police had previously doubted whether a reduced limit would work in St Wenn.

· The Clerk notified the Council that a meeting was being arranged by REG Windpower inviting representatives to attend from the parishes benefitting from the S.106 money from St Breock Downs Wind Farm.  The Clerk will notify the Chairman once the date had been decided.

· Cllr Ms J Trudgian reported that she was not named as a St Wenn Parish Councillor on the Cornwall Council website although her ‘Declaration of Interest’ formed was published.  The Clerk agreed to contact Cornwall Council to update the information.

13.  To arrange a date for the Clerks review – contract of employment / salary:  Cllrs. Mrs J Hewitt and Ms J Trudgian will meet with the Clerk after the next meeting.
