Council Meeting – 13th November 2018.

Minutes of the meeting of the Council held at WI Hall, St Wenn, on the above date
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Persons Present / Apologies.
Present: Cllr. Brockelbank, Chairman. Cllr. Trudgian, Vice-Chairman.
Cllr. Shapter, Cllr. Brain, Cllr. Lock, Cllr. N. Coultas, Cllr. Hawkey.

Public Participation: The first speaker wished to thank the whole
St Wenn community, and especially Cllrs Trudgian and Lock for the months
of hard work they put in to make St Wenn Remembers such a resounding 
success. The coverage given by ‘Spotlight’, Radio Cornwall, posters, social media and banners attracted visitors from outside the parish, and the exhibition and events were enjoyed by all.
The speaker went on to express his concerns over certain resolutions, being made by Council, subsequently being disregarded by a small section of the community who felt it right to put their own interpretation on decisions reached by councillors. He felt the public should respect the decisions reached by Council, made in good faith, after lengthy debate, and not go against such decisions reached. 
Finally, the speaker was curious as to why the valley had seen so much activity involving Police and RSPCA Officers in recent days. He was informed that a matter of animal welfare had been addressed.
The Agent for planning applications PA18/10114 and PA18/10218 was ‘given
the floor’ to set out his client’s plan for two parcels of land in Rosenannon they wished to develop. He then answered questions. Drainage and parking were pinpointed as areas of concern.

Cornwall Councillor’s Report: Councillor Paul Wills now gave his report which is attached herewith, and can be viewed on St Wenn website.
Cllr. Wills was questioned about reports of large sums of money being spent by Cornwall Council on so called ‘gagging orders’. Cllr. Wills said he would investigate this and report at next meeting.
He further advised that as St Wenn car park was ‘free to use’ a Parking Order was not appropriate nor could a local by-law be put in place.


Standing Orders now apply.




Council Minutes: Minutes 9th October 2018. RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the above date, having been circulated, and taken as read, be approved and signed. Proposed Cllr. Trudgian, seconded Cllr Brockelbank. Agreed unanimously. No matters arising.

Finance Report: 13th November 2018. Resolved to adopt the Finance Report as above, including income and expenditure to date and authorise the payments of Accounts Outstanding in the sum of £737.65. These accounts, and bank reconciliation were scrutinised by Cllrs Coultas and Cllr. Hawkey prior to the meeting. Acceptance of these accounts proposed by Cllr. Coultas, seconded by Cllr. Lock. Agreed unanimously.
These accounts are available to view on the council web site, hard copy on file.

Planning applications for consideration:
PA18/10114, Land adj. to Garage Bungalow, Rosenannon, Bodmin.
Demolition of former garage and construction of a single, traditional 2 storey dwelling house. Proposal to support this application was made by Cllr Lock, seconded by Cllr Coultas. A vote was taken where 3 councillors voted for support, 4 councillors abstained. 
PA18/10218, The Old Dairy, Rosenannon, Bodmin. Demolition of redundant dairy building and erection of new dwelling house. Proposal to Object to this application was made by Cllr Trudgian, seconded Cllr Coultas. A vote was taken where 5 councillors supported the proposal for objection, 2 councillors abstained.
PA18/09796, Millstream Cottage, St Wenn. Retrospective application for detached garage and workshop. 3 councillors supported this application, 3 councillors objected with 1 abstention. Councillors felt that retrospective applications should not be sanctioned by the planning authority, rather that applications should be submitted, and get approval before any construction takes place, for the avoidance of ‘planning approval being granted by the back door’.

Cornwall Council: Planning applications Approved:
PA18/05358, Lancorla Farm, Kernick Road, St Wenn. PL30 5PF. Construction of a livestock shed.
PA18/02490, Land S of Watergate, Rosenannon. PL30 5PJ. Change of use to domestic. Advice given by planning authority.

Clerk’s Report: As per the agenda councillors were advised of training courses undertaken and courses booked for future dates.
Councillors were reminded of the dates for committees to meet.
Staffing committee, 22nd November at 10am, Policy committee on same day at 11am. Finance committee to meet on 5th December at 2pm.
The next Network meeting to be held on Thursday, 15th November in Newquay Library, Marcus Hill, Newquay at 7pm.

Neighbourhood Development Plan: Cllr Shapter updated the meeting on the progress being made to the NDP. The questionnaire is being compiled in readiness for discussion at the next meeting, to be held on 4th December.

Parish Notice Board: In light of the decision reached at Minute ref 18.6.324 it was agreed the notice board at Tregonetha be taken down, repaired and re-erected on a new site out of the way of prevailing wind and rain. Site to be investigated.

Telephone Kiosk, St Wenn: It was agreed the restoration and repair of this kiosk should be carried out without further delay. The earmarked sum of £500 (from Cllr P. Wills Community Chest) is available for this purpose.


Car Park Landscaping: Cllr. Trudgian informed Members of the generous support she had received from the community, who to date had donated £995 to the commemorative tree planting initiative, plus £150 from Cllr Wills’ Community Chest fund. The planting of 36 commemorative trees was well attended by members of the public, the actual planting was ably assisted by the children from St Wenn School, under the guidance of Cllr. Trudgian and Cllr. Coultas.
The surplus of the money donated, after the purchase price of the trees, stakes, guards etc had been covered, should be spent on tubs/half barrels, to be planted up with a colourful display to further enhance the car park landscape. This was agreed. It was understood that, should the need arise to gain vehicular access, the additional planting of trees along the fence bordering the currently unused portion of land would need to be removed. Agreed. Standing Orders were suspended to allow a member of the public to speak on this subject.
Standing Orders were re-applied.
Cllr. Trudgian thanked Cllr. Brockelbank for restoring the railings in front of the War Memorial in time for November 11th Service of Remembrance.
Cllr. Trudgian was gratified by the success of St Wenn Remembers and thanked all who supported her efforts and attended in good numbers the events laid on to mark the Centenary of the ending of World War 1.

Mailing List: Cllr. Coultas updated his progress to set up an alternative means of communicating with the community via Mailchimp. It was agreed he should proceed with his plan and get this system up and running with least delay.

Correspondence: All communications listed on the agenda had been circulated to councillors via e-mail for their interest / information.

Matters of Public Interest / Items for next agenda: The Clerk told Members that the broken finger post at Polgrain Turning had been inspected by C C Highways and they would repair it in due course ‘when resources allowed’.
Cllr. Brockelbank suggested a bird nesting box could be installed in the car park, with televisual pictures being relayed to the school. Further discussion needed. 
Agenda Items for December 11th: Bird Nesting Box, St Breock Fund 2019 application.

There being no further business, the meeting closed at  21.35.
